Dear Parents,

I would like to invite parents to apply for a position as chaperone on the Washington D.C. trip from July 2-5, 2012.  The trip chaperones will take on a great deal of responsibility but I am sure that you would find it a most rewarding and memorable experience.

I plan to take at least 10 chaperones, based on the number of students traveling.  I can not guarantee husbands and wives as a package deal.  Although it is possible for both a husband and wife to be chosen, each adult will be considered separately.

Chaperone duties will include:  routine attendance checks of assigned group, nightly meetings during the trip, monitoring of group in hotel, holding and distributing medications, enforcement of rules, rotating night shifts, chaperoning in hotel and assistance with equipment and performance logistics.  A meeting will be held prior to the trip to outline duties and procedures.

Chaperones will be charged $375, which is roughly half of the amount of the trip costs.  Chaperones will be housed in double occupancy rooms.

The criteria for the selection will be as follows:

1. Parents who have volunteered their time to take on an executive position with the Music Boosters

2. Parents who have been chairpersons of major fundraisers or took other major leadership roles with the Music Boosters and WHS Music Department

3. Parents who have consistently volunteered their services throughout their child’s tenure at GMS and/or WHS

4. Experience in chaperoning, teaching, or the medical field

5. Verbal recommendations from as many sources as possible

Please submit a letter of interest by Monday, October 3, 2011.  You may address your qualifications by using the criteria listed above.
