On Saturday 12/17/2011 we will be decorating Anderson Station. 
We will need several people with trucks or minivans to transport all of the decorations, tables, music stands, cookies, goodie bags, etc. to the station. We will meet at 9:00 AM at the High School.
We will need people to meet at Anderson Station from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM to help arrange the decorations, wrap large boxes, unload trucks, etc. If you cannot stay the whole time please make a note of what time you think you can be there.
On Sunday 12/18/2011 (The Big Day)
We need about 6 people to drive in toNorth Station at 7:00AM to decorate the train.
We need 12 people at all times throughout the day to handle the audio equipment. We have broken the day into four shifts. You can sign up for the whole day or for an individual shift. For the first shift we need people with experience setting up and using sound equipment to help transport all of the sound equipment to North Station by 7:00 AM and set it up on the train. We then need an early shift and a later shift to run the sound on the train rides. The final shift will break down the equipment at the end of the day and help transport it and unload it at Jim DiNanno’s house.
Anne Chin will be in charge of selling the retail (hats, whistles, jewelry etc.) at the station. She will need people to help her set up the two retail areas from 9:00 AM-11:00 AM . She will also need people to work at these tables all day. We have set up three shifts: 11:00 AM–; 1:30 PM, 1:30 PM – 4:00 PM and 4:00 PM – 7:30 PM . This last shift will also help pack up any of the remaining items and break down these areas.
We need adults to be bakers on the train. The bakers wear an apron and a chef’s hat. Two bakers will ride on each car. They are there for adult supervision. They help load supplies on to the train, greet passengers, help everyone find a seat, pass out milk and cookies, collect trash and clean up the car when the passengers get off.
We will need people to make and bag popcorn. I have set this up in four 2 hour shifts (11-1, 1-3, 3-5 and 5-7). Feel free to sign up for more than one shift but we didn’t want anyone to feel tied to the machine all day.
The station crew transports milk, cookies etc. from the station to the platform and makes sure that the train is stocked for each ride.
At the end of the night we will need a lot of people to help clean up. We need to unload everything from the train, retrieve and pack up all of the decorations and cart the trash to the dumpster. It is a long day for everyone so the more people who can stay or come back to help clean up, the easier for everyone.
The music stands, tables, leftover retail, etc. all need to be returned to the High School so we will need several trucks for transport. Most of this will take place between 6:00 PM – 9:00 PM .
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
